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(a). TO REGULATE CONSTRUCTION, ALTERATION, REPAIR,

REMOVAL,IN3PECTION AND 3AFE~Y OF BUILDINGS,

(1) From the time of the coming into force of th~ present
by-law all proprietors or those authorized by the proprietors,
constructing bUildings,walls or other structures or additions
thereto. wi thin the limi ta of tho 'llownof T3arkmere, shal 1. submit
tho' plans thereof to, and previously to, boginninE>,'work, .ohall obtain
authori~ation in writing of the Building Inspector apoointcd under
the p~eeont by-law. Appoal may be had from the decisions of the
Building Inspector to the Town Council. Pending such appeal, however,
such docisiona shall have full forae and ~ffoct;
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(2) The construction 0:£ any bUilding or oth<3r structura or _~
addition thereto is horeby prohibited until the plans thereof shall\
have been dUly submitted and authorized in writin~.as specified in
the present by-law;

(3) The Building Inspector may at an;y time Qrdr:r the .
suspension of the erection of any such building, or other structure.
or addition thereto,which does not conftrm to the pr~s~nt r2Rulations.
and may if necessary cause tho domolition of such bUilding, or 'other
structure or addition thereto.

(4) An office of BUilding Inspector is hereby creat~d by the
present by-law for the purpose of enforcing it. The Inspector shall
be appointe~ by r~solution of the Council.

(S) The Building Inspootor,upon the request of the Council,
shall visit and examino any house,building,or oth!r structure or
addition thereto for the purpose of en8urin~ its const~uction in
aoe ordana e I'lith the permit issued by the Coune 11 •

(6) There shall oe paid to the ~ecr~tary-Tr~asurGr of the Town,'
on applioa tion for a permit, the sum of three dollars(;:3. 00) for
every dwelling,store,warohouso.church or other such lJuildin~. and
one dollar (~l.OO) for a permit for every barn.sh!Jd,~~ra~e.boathouso,



icehouse,or addition to building already ~r3cte6. These fces shall
be repaid if the permit is not issued.

(7) All bUildings or other structures for which a permit has
been issued must be effectively commenced within a delay of six
months from the date on which the permi t was issued, failin.p:which
the said permit shall lapse,unless an 'extension has been obtained
from the Council.No permit can be transferred without the written
authorization of the Council. All buildings for whic}'lperuJits
have been issued must be completed within a reasonable time; such
time limit to be decided by a vote of the Council. No person will
be permitted to occupy pa:ct of a building,as srJOwn b~l plans,3.s r'..
residence or otherwise,pending completion of the bUi16inp:,unless
by special permission of the Council. '

(8) No permit shall be issued,unless a written application
has been made and signed by the applicant,and unless a set of plans
including the front elevation of the proposed building shall have

! aeen 8uumitted to the Council.

(9) If the Council is satisfied that the plans submitted
are in accordance with the present by-law they shall,within a
period of four days from the date of the next sittinu, issue a
bUilding permit covering same. The said plans shall ramHin in the
possession of the Council.

(10) No bUilding situated within or without the limits of the
Town shall bo moved to a now location within the limits of the
Town without permission of the Council,nor shall any buildin~ be
moved on the roads of the 'fown without such peI'lilissionhavin'!
been preViously outained.

(11) All plans altering the cadastral sUb-6ivisinn of
properties in the Town shall be submitted for,9.no must obtain the
aD8roval of the Cowicil before being depositc~ with the proper
d~~artment of the Provincial Government.

(12) No one shull oi tlJer open or c]-Jan,c;e anJ l'CJ'lQS on
properties in the Town without haVing first sUDfnitted plans to
and haVing ootained authoriza~ion from the Council.

(13) No manufactory,workshop.warehouse,car-b~rn,power house,
coal or wood yard,livery stable or pUblic ice house shall be
constructed within the Town except by special permit of the Council
who shall be anti tIed to refuse permission to LJuila S':,rne wi thout
assigning any reason for so doing.



(14) Stables,garages, and boathouses fof private use,may be
erected onperrnit from the Council,but no permit for such shall
be issued until the applicant,in addition to pl8.n of building,
shall have deposited a ground plan of the lot,or ad,jac<Jntlot
if required,showing where the stable or garage 6r boathouse is
to be placed. The Council shall be entitled to instruct at such
plans and the location indicated be modified or restricted,and
the permit granted shall be valid only in so far as such instruct
ions are strictly adhered to.

(15) No building or any part thereof adapted to habitation
shall be used as a place of storage or handling of any highly
inflammable material or any article dangerous or detri~8ntal
to life or tealth.

(16) The erection of any advertising sign or bill board
or the use of any existing bUildings,structure or ob,j~ct for
advertising purposes,is prohibitod on any public or private
property within the limits of the Town. This clause f00S not
apply to signs that may be erected,painted or nrinte6 on
buildings or vacant land indicating that same is for sale or
rent. providing that such signs do not 8xceed f01lr sr:1Jarefeet
and that they are constructed and secured to the sati3f~ction
of the Building Inspector,nor does it apply to commercial signs
over stores and offices prOViding they are submitted for the
approval of the Council. No signs shall project b'~yond tho road
lin~.

( 17) No bUilding in the Town shall be usco JOT \juSil~es8
purposes except upon pennission at the Council previously
obtaine d ,and no fac tory, san 4.tori urn,hosp ital, hOL'.e,or 1ik8
Gstablishment,no hotel or boarding house will be p'Clnnitted
within the limi ts of' the Town. 'rhe present owner of the house
operatef as a boarding house in the Town at the time of the
coming into force of the present by-law shall be entitled to
operate same as long as it remains in its present condition.

(18) The Council shall be Qntitled.ap8rt~rrm any pe~alties
imposed by law,to cause to be demolished at the ~/pensc of its
owner,all construction which COIJtr~,venes its ljy-L.~Y1S;



(19) A Board of Health is hereby established and constit
uted,into and fot the Town of Barkmere;

(20) The Board of Health is to.be~composed at all times
of the Mayor of the Town,ex-officio,and of two aldermen of
the same;and the said board, so constituted, shall exercise
all power and authority in it vested and all directions,
instructions or orders given by or issuing from the said
Board shall have the same force and authority, as re?~rds
all matters appertaining to questions of Health, us if
emanating from the Council;

( 21) Two members of the said "Soard of Heal t}-i may, 11 t any
time, form a~:uorwn to hold meetings and to tr8nS'1ct el11
lJusiness in connection with the pU[Jlic heal th ;

( 22) The said Board of Health is hereby eff!;)o1Neredand
authorized to appoint such health officers as they may deem
necessary to enforce the execution of the orders of the
Board of Health;

(23) It is foroidden to owners or occupant~ of 2rry
property in the 'l'ownto allow their property to IJCC Gift':: a
nuisance to the neighbours ,or to any other person.

(24) It is foroioden to allow any drainage or s8wera.s;e
or refuse Whatsoever to find its way into Bark Lake under
any circumstances vvhatsoever.

( 25) The owner of any dead animal shall h9_vc the same
buried without delay to a depth of at least three feet
underground; and anyone throwing a dead animal iuto a trench,
brooke or in the lake, in the Town, shall be li~~le to the
penalty provided for in section 37 of this by-law.

(26) It sballbe the duty of the officers of the TIoard
of Health to ascertain that the provisions of the presont
by-law are enforced at all times and for that purnosa they
are authorized to 7i8it or inspect any house ,lnnoprororty
or buildings in this l\,llrlicipality':l{IO anyone intlrf,?rin?:with
the said officers in the execution of thc~ir official cutie~;,
as above, shall be liable to the penalty provid~~ in scction
37 of the present by-law.

(~l) BRUSH FIRES: Burning of brush or rubbish is permitted
in the municipality onl;r when permitted by Provinci8.1 Govornment
regulations and close to the shore at a time wlion the wind is
blowing offshore. such fires shall, in overy cas8, be drenched
viith Via ter before leaving, and l~O fire shall be left aurn in:~
over night.

(32) CIGARE'llTES'rUBS AND LIGHTED LATCHE::!:Cigarettes stubs
and lighted matches must be extinguished oefore being thrown
upon the ground.

(35) Every motor LJoat in all weathers, from sundown to
sunrise, shall carry a light which shall be kept burning

, while running and every row boat or canoe propelled by oars
or paddles, during the hours between $undown and sunrise,
shall carry a lantern or whi te light Vvhich shall be exposecl
to view upon the apfHoach of any other boat.

(36) Vfuen boats are approaching each other head on, or
nearly so, each shall keep to the right.

(37) Logs, wood, branches, tins, bottles, or other
floating or semi-floating objects, of any nature whatsoever,
must not be thrown, deposited, or allowed to float on the
waters of the lake,. Owners, householders,residents, or
other persons shall take all due precaution to prevent
wharves, boathouses, or other constructions from beeofl'ir12:

shall be obliged to immediately remove from tho waters of
the lake all objects of such nature which are in or on
said lake.

( 39) A rnajority vote of the whole Counc il ;.:;hallbe
required for the reveal or amelldmcmt of the pr08i)nt oy-lavl
and any 1D0re that will be passed by the Coune il in Ij1uture.

(40) Any person Violating or contravening any of the
provisions of this by-law for which a penalty is not provided
hereinbefore, shall for each offence be liable to a fine,
with or without costs, and in default of immcdiste pa;lJ:lcnt
of the said fine or fine and costs, to an irnpriGOHr.:ient,the
amount of said fine and the torm of auid irnprison:rentto be
fixed by the Court of competent jurisdiction as provided for
by the chilrter of this Town at its discretion, nnd any perS0Yl
who shall violate any of the provisions of this by-13w shall
be liable to the penalty mentioned in this section for each
and every day that such violation or contruvention shall last,
which ~hall be held to be a distinct and seperat~ offence for
each and every day as aforesaid,provided that such fine shall
not exceed forty dollars, and the imprisonment ::;hallnot be for
a longer period than two calender months for each and every
offonce as aforesaid; the said imprisonment, h0w~var, to ceasn
at any time before the eAriration of the term :fi>'c;ohy the said
Court, upon payment of said fine or fifje and c:,~::ts.
